	Experiences / visits / visitors:
Year 5 will start the Spring term with a new exciting topic ‘Ancient Greece.’ This will mainly be a History focus with elements of Geography, along with a range of cross curricular links.

During the topic, the children will learn about Greek gods, Greek myths, Greek language, early democracy, the Olympics, Greek art, culture and architecture.  There will be a strong focus on the legacy that the Ancient Greeks have left behind as well as the influence it has on our lives today.
There will be a dress-up day.  The children will be encouraged to wear togas and compete in an ancient Greek themed Olympics – More information regarding this will be sent out in a separate letter.


	The curriculum in Key Stage 2 (Year 5)
The curriculum is planned over a year. On the inside of this plan, there is information on the work your child will be doing during this term.  If one of the curriculum boxes is empty or less full, it means that this particular subject is not a major focus this term but will be covered at some point throughout the academic year.

Where possible, we try to provide cross-curricular links between subjects to promote creativity and understanding.

During the term, we will be working on our times table knowledge. We will be doing a paper TT Rockstars challenge three times a week. Regular practice on the TT Rockstars app would really help your child to improve their knowledge and rapid recall of times tables to support this. 





Homework:


Homework will be to learn spellings, from the weekly spelling sheet along with a weekly Maths task, based on that week’s class work with an additional topic or English piece. Homework will be sent home on a Friday, to be returned by the following Wednesday. There will be a weekly Wow write spelling test on a Monday.





Unfortunately, we have a number of children not completing homework tasks and if these aren’t completed then they will be required to attend the homework sessions during lunch time on a Friday.





Supporting Readers:


Reading with your child and questioning their understanding of the text is encouraged to help consolidate reading practice in school. The Reading Record Books include prompts to assist your questioning and there are some short interactive tasks for your children to complete. The children are asked to record their book in their reading record; however, we would appreciate it if you could sign to indicate when your child has read to an adult. Reading with an adult will mean the children can start building their rewards to earn prizes.  We cannot stress how important this is and we have seen great progress with children that do read regularly.
