	Experiences / visits / visitors:
Our exciting new topic ‘Survival of the Fittest’ will begin with both a Geography and History focus.  The children will learn of famous Antarctic explorers, primarily focusing on Sir Ernest Shackleton and his expedition to Antarctica in 1914.  

Throughout the first half of the Spring term, the children will be researching various mountains and the water cycle, whilst developing their Geographical skills across many areas.
