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French


Bonjour! Children will continue to learn French, where they will learn to understand and respond to spoken and written language. They will learn to speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity using stories, songs and rhymes. They will also be taught the grammatical structure of the language to aid the accuracy of their pronunciation. 





Geography and History


The children will become investigators, discovering the famous people of the Victorian times. They will start by travelling back to the Victorian times in order to discover what life was like at that time. Then they will find out about famous Victorian people and how they have changed life in Britain. During the topic, they will take part in researching about famous Victorians and will look at famous Victorian inventions before holding their own Year 4 Great Exhibit. 





Art and Design Technology


The children will tackle a range of art challenges which embrace their creativity. They will use different materials, mixed media and their own sketchbooks to explore their ideas. During the term they will undertake observational studies of Victorian artefacts. 


In DT the children will become Victorian inventors, creating their own inventions to show at the Year 4 Great Exhibit. 





Physical Education


PE will be taught twice a week. There will be one indoor and one outdoor lesson. The focus this term will be on striking and fielding (cricket), gymnastics, dance and athletics. 


We will be focussing on key skills including co-ordination, team-work and creativity. 


Please ensure your child is equipped with the appropriate kit for the sessions. 








Maths


In maths, the children will continue to develop their mathematical skills through a range of activities. They will use practical and written forms which will support the children’s reasoning and problem solving skills. They will explore a range of problems involving shape, position, time and measure. Focus will be placed on the four operations of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. 


During the term, the children will be investigating different measures, fractions and statistics. 


When the children investigate fractions, they will discover how to find fractions of numbers and shapes. They will use the bar model and practical objects to help them discover the answers. 





Throughout the week, the children will learn addition and multiplication facts. Three times a week, the children will attempt to complete a 3 minute times table challenge. Please help your child to beat their score by practicing the challenges on eSchools and giving them time to play on TTRockstars.

Science (States of Matter and Electricity)


Science will be taught every week. During this term we will become 'States of Matter Scientists' and group materials according to whether they are solid, liquid or gas. We will also observe changes that happen to these materials and learn all about how this contributes to the water cycle.  In the second half of the summer term, we will explore ‘Electricity’ and discover how circuits are created, recognise common insulators and conductors and investigate how to create a circuit with a switch. 








 





Religious Education


In these sessions the children will learn about the importance of community in the religions of Islam and Christianity. In Christianity, the children will be investigating what Christians can learn from the life of Jesus and what it means to the individual to believe.

English 


The children will continue to develop their key writing skills through fiction, poetry and non-fiction units. During the units, they will look at different texts to learn their vocabulary, structure and grammar. They will use what they have learned to write for a range of purposes and different audiences. The units will help develop their understanding of aspects linked to Victorian Inventors. For example, writing a page for an information leaflet to go in the ‘Year 4 Great Exhibit’, stories with a magical theme and character descriptions based on story characters. 


Before sharing their work, they will reflect on how to improve it. 


There will continue to be a particular focus on accurate spellings, punctuation and grammar and children will have regular lessons to support these areas. The children will also continue to do a weekly ‘Wow Write’ to check how they are getting on with their ‘Spotlight Spellings’ and help them to achieve their Bronze, Silver and Gold Spotlight Spelling awards. 





Learning new vocabulary, grammar and ways to structure writing will also be important to help the children improve their writing. 





Computing


The children will use the Computer Suite and other technological devices. The children will be learning a range of key skills and exploring how to use Chrome books. In particular, children will become more secure in their basic skills before progressing onto filming using a video camera and then editing their videos. 


They will also be learning about E-Safety and how the children can keep themselves safe when they are online. 




















Music


Year 4 will continue their brass lessons, extending the range of notes they know and learning to play in an ensemble. The children also learn how to read music notation. We also learn songs related to the Victorians.
