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English





In English the children will have the opportunity to share, hear and discuss a range of exciting fiction and non-fiction texts to inspire their writing. They will continue to build on their existing phonic knowledge to improve their ability and spell words accurately. There will be a focus on speaking and listening to develop the children’s vocabulary and provide them with the skills to write in a variety of exciting contexts. 





Additionally, children will learn to check their own writing for simple mistakes such as missing capital letters, full stops, finger spaces exclamation marks and question marks.





Maths


       In Maths the children will be taught daily focusing on developing their knowledge of the number system. They will learn to use a variety of apparatus and create their own pictorial representations to solve calculations. The children will explore fractions, repeated addition and early stages of measurement (mass, weight and height).

They will begin to apply these in a range of activities through participating in team games, developing simple tactics for attacking and defending as well as performing dances using simple movement patterns.

The children will select from and use a range of tools, equipment, materials and components to perform practical tasks. Finally, they will evaluate their ideas and products

Geography/History


In Geography this term the children will be learning all about the United Kingdom. They will name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom and its surrounding seas. The children will also be building on their learning of the seasons when identifying seasonal and daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom.

Art & Design





This term the children will use a range of materials creatively to design and make products. They will learn to use drawing painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination. Their learning will be enhanced through incorporating the work of a range of artists craft makers and designers.
