	The curriculum in Key Stage 2 (Year 6)

The curriculum is planned over a year.

On the inside of this plan there is information on the work your child will be doing this term.  If one of the curriculum boxes is empty or less full, it means that this particular subject is not a major focus this term but will be covered at some point in the academic year.

Where possible the Year 6 team has tried to provide cross-curricular links between subjects to promote creativity and understanding. Our topic for this term is ‘If The World Were A Village.’

We would appreciate it if the children’s P.E kits could be in school on those days, labelled and in a clearly marked P.E bag. Homework:


Children will be completing their SATs packs for homework. There are 4 pieces of homework per week: Punctuation and Grammar; Reading; Maths Arithmetic and Maths Reasoning.


The children have been given a timetable and this can also be found on the website.


Every Friday, children will also be given a spelling list to learn. The children will have been taught the spelling patterns for these words and looked at the words in class. They will be tested (using SATs style format) the following Friday.


What can you do to help?


Encourage them to complete homework on time.


Provide support where possible using the guidance books and checking work against the mark schemes included in the packs.


Let us know if your child is finding an aspect of learning particularly difficult and we can provide support in school.


If you wish to do more:


Practise spellings.


Practise times tables and remind them to take part in TT Rockstars.


Listen to your child read.


Reading daily with your child and questioning their understanding of the text is encouraged to help consolidate reading practice in school. The children are asked to record their book in their reading record; however, we would appreciate it if you could sign to indicate when your child has read. Reading Records are collected and checked weekly. Children are rewarded for reading regularly at home.
