	Experiences / visits / visitors:

	The curriculum in Key Stage 2

         PE Kit


We would appreciate it if the children’s P.E kit could remain in school for each half term, labelled and in a clearly marked P.E bag. Please note that NO JEWELLERY should be worn, including stud earrings and watches. If your child does wear jewellery, due to health & safety, during PE it should be removed. Adults in school are not allowed to support your child with the removal of jewellery. School PE kit should be a plain, white t-shirt, dark blue or black shorts and trainers or plimsolls. Please ensure your child’s name is labelled on each item.





Missing Clothes


We often find that jumpers and coats go missing. Children are encouraged to put them on their own pegs, but it is extremely helpful to have the child’s name clearly visible in their clothes so that it can be passed on if found elsewhere.





Homework:


In Year 4, homework will be sent home weekly on a Friday and is expected to be returned to the class teacher by the following Thursday unless otherwise stated. The Year 4 staff would appreciate it if you could spend some time supporting your child with their homework each week as we feel this really benefits their progress. 


Our homework covers a range of English and Maths challenges that reinforce work in class. Occasionally topic work may be the homework focus and children will be given more time to complete such projects. In addition, your child’s spellings will be given at the start of each week. Your child should practice spelling these words both on their own as well as within a sentence as it is important they can apply these spelling patterns into words. Your children also need regular practise of their times tables as they need to know them all by the end of Year 4.

Your support is invaluable and really does make a difference to your child’s learning. This term we would particularly welcome help with certain activities that we will inform you of throughout the term.
