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French


Bonjour! Children will continue to learn French, where they will learn to understand and respond to spoken and written language. They will learn to speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity using stories, songs and rhymes. They will also be taught the grammatical structure of the language to aid the accuracy of their pronunciation. 





History


The children will become time travellers and go on many adventures. They will start by travelling back to Ancient Egypt to complete their Egyptian Quest. To begin their journey, they will be completing a variety of challenges during their ‘Pharaoh Training Day’.


Throughout the topic, they will take part in an archaeological dig discovering some of the many artefacts that tell us about life during the Ancient Egyptian times.





Art and Design Technology


The children will tackle a range of Ancient Egyptian Art challenges which embrace their creativity. They will use different materials and will also have their own sketchbooks to explore their ideas. 





In DT the children will design and produce an Egyptian armlet to use during the Pharaohs feast.





Science 


(Living things, Habitats and Sound) 


Science will be taught every week. For the first half term, we will explore ‘Living things and Habitats'. We will be discovering how living things can be grouped in different ways, how to use a classification key, how the environment changes over time and how this can be dangerous for living things in the environment. In the second half term, we will be exploring ‘Sound’; investigating how sound travels through various media and some of the inventions linked to this.  








 





Maths


In Maths, the children will develop their number and calculation skills. The emphasis will be on identifying the value of each digit in 2, 3 and 4 digit numbers, as well as representing these numbers in a variety of ways. Physical apparatus, drawing and formal recording will be developed to support the children’s reasoning and problem solving skills. Throughout the term, the children will continue to secure their mental recall of addition facts and facts for the 2, 5, 10, 3, 4, and 8 times tables, moving onto their 6, 7 and 9 times tables when appropriate.  








English 


The children will develop their key writing skills through fiction, poetry and non-fiction units. During the units, they will look at relevant texts to learn from their vocabulary, structure and grammar. Throughout the year, we will be working on the children developing a richer vocabulary and using a range of sentence structures. They will write for a range of purposes and different audiences. The units of work which the children complete will help develop their understanding of aspects of the ‘Egyptian Quest’ topic. 


Before sharing their work, they will reflect on how to improve it by editing it and ‘beating the green’,  


There will be a particular focus on spelling, punctuation and grammar.

Religious Education


The children will look at inspirational people and ask the question ‘What qualities do such individuals possess?’ They will then explore the historical and contemporary role of Moses in the lives of members of Christian communities. The children will also be given the opportunity this term to examine aspects of the Islamic religion.





Computing


The children will have weekly computing lessons using the Computer Suite and other technological devices. They will be learning a range of key skills and exploring how to use Chromebooks. In particular, children will become more secure in their basic skills before progressing onto computer programming. They will also be learning about E-Safety and how they can keep themselves safe when they are online. 




















Physical Education


PE will be taught twice a week. There will be one indoor and one outdoor lesson. The focus this term will be on tennis, gymnastics, dance and invasion games. 





The autumn term also sees the children’s daily swimming lessons at ‘The Life Centre’, commencing on Monday 24th September and running for 3 weeks.
