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Geography and History


The children will be developing their key skills and knowledge with a focus on the rainforests around the world and how they contrast to our locality.





Phonics and SPaG


The children are streamed into the current phases they are working at. Phonics sessions are taught daily and the skills taught are reinforced throughout everything we do in school! As children progress through the phases, these sessions will begin to focus more directly on spelling, punctuation and grammar.








Art and Design Technology


The children will tackle a range of challenges which embrace their creativity. They will learn to use different media and develop their knowledge of relevant artists including Andy Goldsworthy and John Dyer!





Science 


Science will be taught every week and will give the children the opportunity to become rainforest rangers. The children will be learning about the different trees, plants and animals that you find in a range of forests and making comparisons between different habitats.

Maths


Maths will be taught daily and the children will focus on developing their knowledge and understanding of the number system and the four key operations. This term we will be investigating numbers up to 100. This will include: place value, ordering, comparing using the greater than and less than symbols. The children will also learn to read and write numbers accurately as numerals and words. 





English


English will be taught daily using topic related texts where appropriate. The children will focus on developing their key literacy skills and becoming secure with sentence structure. Children will have the opportunity to write a range of text-types and for different purposes including an animal fact file. The children will have additional Guided Reading sessions to teach the many skills required to become confident, fluent, able readers.





Physical Education


PE will be taught four times a week following the Leap into Life programme which teaches and develops the fundamental movement skills. Children will also have the opportunity to learn through dance, gymnastics and collaborative team games.





Computing


The children will have weekly computing lessons using the Computer Suite and other technological devices. The children will be learning to program and use algorithms as well as manipulating digital images.
