Note to Parents:





The teachers would appreciate it if the children’s P.E kits could be left in school, labelled and in a clearly marked P.E bag. As we are entering the colder months please could all children have a pair of black jogging bottoms labelled in P.E kits. The children can keep their P.E kits in school on their pegs and you are welcome to take them home for washing as it suits you. 


 Please note that jewellery is limited to stud earrings and watches only. Due to health & safety, in P.E watches should be removed.





We often find that jumpers and coats go missing. We encourage the children to put them on their pegs, but it is extremely helpful to have the child’s name clearly visible in their clothes so that it can be passed on if found elsewhere.





Children are encouraged to bring water bottles with their name on in to school to have during the day.





As we now have an exciting new outdoor area for the Year 1 children, we kindly ask that your child has wellies in a named carrier bag on their peg. We also recommend that the children have a coat in school as we will encourage them to go outdoors throughout the seasons. 





Homework:





In Year 1, homework is sent home weekly on a Friday and is expected to be returned to the class teacher by the following Friday. The Year 1 staff would appreciate it if you could spend some time supporting your child with their homework each week as we feel this benefits their progress. Occasionally topic work may be the homework focus, but this will be clearly explained to your child and to yourself.





Reading daily with your child is encouraged to help consolidate reading practice in school and to develop independent readers who love to read. We ask that you or your child record their book in their reading record. We would appreciate it if you could sign to indicate when your child has read and make a comment when appropriate. We also record in your child’s reading record when we hear them read especially after a guided reading session.
