	Experiences / visits / visitors:
Our exciting new topic 'A Life on the Ocean Wave' will explore a brief history of Plymouth and the important role it has had over the years as a working harbour and naval port.  Throughout the term, we will research many famous seafarers; Sir Francis Drake, Sir Walter Raleigh as well as the 'Mayflower' ship and the important role this had developing our links between Plymouth, UK and Plymouth, America.

We will learn about our local history using a variety of skill-based objectives, which will allow the children to develop their research skills, map work skills, and explore the diversity of events which have shaped Plymouth today.  The children will have an exciting opportunity to visit 'The Golden Hinde', Sir Francis Drake’s flagship, in order to find out what life at sea was like during the Tudor period.

	The curriculum in Key Stage 2 (Year 5)

Supporting Readers:


Reading with your child and questioning their understanding of the text is strongly encouraged to help consolidate reading practice in school. The Reading Record Books include prompts to assist your questioning and there are some short interactive tasks for your child to complete. Children are asked to record their reading book in their Reading Record along with a signed parent/carer comment.  In order to support your child’s reading journey, we would appreciate it if you could read at least 3 times a week.
